What to know about meters 
in multi-family buildings.
High bills may occur when a landlord installs too few 
meters in a multi-family building or attaches common-area 
appliances to an individual tenant’s meter. If you believe you 
are being charged for electricity outside of your dwelling 
unit, contact your local Board of Health for an inspection. 
Landlords are responsible for paying for electric appliances 
that are not exclusively used by single dwelling units.

Stay away from downed power lines,
and if you see one, call us right away at

When paying your bill in person, 
use an authorized payment agency 
to ensure your payment is made 
on a timely basis and your account 
is credited properly. Remember 
to bring your bill and keep your 
receipt.
