Medicaid, Child Health Plus, Food Stamps (SNAP), Safety Net  
Assistance, Supplemental Security Income (SSI), Veteran’s Disability 
Pension, Temporary Assistance for Needy Families (Family Assistance),

Carbon monoxide and methane detectors.
Two types of detectors can help you stay safe year-round. Carbon  
monoxide detectors sound the alarm when colorless, odorless CO  
is present. A residential methane detector signals when methane  
is in the air, a sign of a natural gas leak.
