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Be carbon monoxide aware.

Carbon monoxide (CO) is a highly poisonous gas that is colorless, odorless and tasteless.
Symptoms of carbon monoxide poisoning are similar to the flu and may include headaches,
dizziness, weakness, sleepiness and nausea. Common sources of CO include improperly used
or incorrectly vented fuel-burning appliances such as stoves, furnaces, water heaters and
fireplaces.

Here’s what to do to stay safe:

e Have all heating equipment checked yearly by a professional.

e |Install at least one UL listed CO detector in your home near bedrooms.

e Never use a gas range for heating.

e Never use generators indoors.

e [|f your carbon monoxide alarm sounds go outside immediately and call 911.

Small steps to safety. -~
Winter walking means icy sidewalks, snowy paths and more.
There are several steps you can take to enjoy a safe season:
e Avoid distractions from your phone or other hand-held device.

e Avoid shortcuts and snow-covered areas. Always aim for
cleared sidewalks, paths and parking areas.

e Use caution when stepping from one level to another.

e Wear boots or anti-slip footwear.

e Take small steps when slippery surfaces can’t be avoided.
e Use handrails and guiderails.

e Maintain three points of contact whenever possible.

e Distribute weight of bags evenly for balance and keep
hands out of pockets.

Remember to clear snow
and ice from meters.

Winter weather can result in the buildup of snow and ice on
your meter. Please consider adding the following to your winter
safety checklist:

e Clear snow and ice around gas meters.
e Mark meter if located near snowplow path.

e Remove icicles on overhangs that could fall
and damage meters and pipes.

Safety tips for dryers.

Promote energy efficiency and keep your dryer running properly by cleaning the filter. Failure
to do so can pose a safety hazard. Here are some other tips to maintain efficiency:

e Inspect dryer and dryer vents every two to three years and clear any dirt or lint buildup.
e Replace plastic or vinyl exhaust hoses with rigid or flexible metal venting.

e (Clear outdoor vent trap from snow and other debris.

e (Clean the dryer filter after each use.

e Dry full loads of laundry and you could save $7 each month.

Feeling the chill? Windows and doors can be responsible for
up to 25 percent of winter heat loss in a typical home. Install-
ing affordable weather-stripping on windows and doors can
help keep cold air out. Also, you can:

e Use rolled up towels at bottom of exterior doors (including
garage access doors) to reduce leakage.

e |nstall plastic or metal strips called sweeps at the bottom
of exterior doors.

e Install compressible foam (labeled for doors) around
exterior doors to create a tight seal.
