Exchange budget billing information. Required to identify customer is not in arrears.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which MAEBT Standards? Why?): 

Incorporate a new  “Ref” segment in the EDI standards for enrollment, change and accept enrollment 814 document types.

The “Ref01” should equal “NR”
The “Ref02” should equal “Y” when customer is a budget billing customer or customer is changing to budget billing.
The “Ref02” should equal “N” when customer is not a budget billing customer or customer is discontinuing the budget billing program.

Segment should only be sent if customer’s budget billing status changes or if customer is being enrolled. If the customer being enrolled is already participating in the budget billing program the response from an enrollment request should signify this using the above ref segments.
In addition the Ref  segment for Mass 814 change standard qualified by the “Ref01” = TD needs the “Ref02” change reason code “REFNR”  added to the valid values.
Segment should be added to the “LIN” loop of the 814 document.

In addition there are no changes to the response reject reason codes. The Ref segment qualified by the “Ref01” = 7G should use the value of “A13” in the “Ref02” and the “Ref03” should be populated with the description if the account is not eligible or the Ref01 value “NR” is missing required information.
