Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which MAEBT Standards? Why?): 

Eliminate "UIG" from footer: The organization no longer exists

Eliminate Best Practices section.

RMR08 comment needs to be cleaned up because RMR04 should equal RMR05 "plus” (not "minus”) RMR06 and RMR08 should simply be the RMR04 amount
BPR03: We generally do not allow a utility to take money from a supplier’s bank account, therefore "D" should be eliminated.

N103 for Supplier: Allow code "9" for DUNS+4

RMR06: Remove statement, "must be preceded by a minus sign (-) unless it is zero.”  Also, at the end of that paragraph, change 00.0 to simply 0.

DTM*809: Indicate required for non-POR and not used for POR
BPR:  Remove statement “Specific qualifiers used in data elements BPR01, BPR03, BPR04 and BPR05 need to be discussed and agreed upon between the originator and the originator's financial institution prior to using the transaction.”  

N1*8S: In the alternative energy supply environment, this is the Utility or other entity providing services on behalf of the Energy Service Provider.

Suggest this is changed to simply "Utility"

Add a gray box to show "DUNS"

N1*SJ: In the alternative energy supply environment, this is the Energy Service Provider.

Suggest this is changed to simply "ESP/Energy Service Provider"

Add a gray box to show "DUNS"

ENT: Comments: This segment allows for the grouping of data by entity/entities at or within a master/masters. A master (e.g., an organization) can be comprised of numerous subgroups (e.g., entities). This master may send grouped data to another master (e.g., an organization) which is comprised of one or more entities. Groupings are as follows:

         (1) Single/Single: Only ENT01 is necessary, because there is a single entity (the sending master) communicating
 with a single entity (the receiving master).

         (2) Single/Multiple: ENT05, ENT06, and ENT07 would be used to identify the entities within the receiving master. The sending master is a single entity, so no other data elements need be used.

         (3) Multiple/Single: ENT02, ENT03, and ENT04 would be used to identify the entities within the sending master. The receiving master is a single entity, so no other data elements need be used.

         (4) Multiple/Multiple: ENT02, ENT03, and ENT04 would be used to identify the entities within the sending master. ENT05, ENT06, and ENT07 would be used to identify the entities within the receiving master.

This segment also allows for the transmission of a unique reference number that is meaningful between the entities.

Suggest all the comments come out…the only element used is the first. 

Suggest add gray box showing 1 is the only possible value

RMR Notes: In all cases, RMR01 and RMR02 identify only the item or account in the receiving party's system to which the payment is to be applied.  For example, the original invoice number for a vendor invoice or the account number for the end use customer.

REF*IK: When RMR01 = 12 (Billing Account) this segment may be used to provide the invoice number from the BIG02 element of the 810 Invoice associated with the customer payment, the customer receivable or an adjustment to a payment or receivable previously sent. 

- should be simplified to be required for POR (where payment type = PR)

REF*11: This segment is used to provide additional information, other than the invoice number or end use customer account number.  This segment is not to be used to identify the item or account to which the cash payment is to be applied; that information is to be sent in RMR02.
